This time, we explored the rich
volcanic heritage of the Tihany Peninsula with many persistent and curious participants. The
area is not only famous for its varied volcanic rocks and unique cultural heritage, but it is also
the home to Hungary's first nature trail, named after geologist Lajos Loczy. The hike was
called "Grand Tihany", as the more than 15 km long tour covered the entire peninsula,
stopping at the Lavender House Visitor Centre, the Eastern Gate of Bakony—Balaton
UNESCO Global Geopark, which not only presents the aromatic plant and its traditional
cultivation and processing, but also the volcanic evolution of the area.

We organized a two-day workshop called "Bat voting and use of equipment for recording and
analysing votes". The workshop was a part of the "Still Water Revival - restoration and
preservation of small freshwater ecosystems of karst mountains in the Mediterranean" project.
Preservation of puddles and freshwater ecosystems is also of great importance for bats, which
are an essential part of food chains and help control the number of insects. As part of the
workshop, the participants had the opportunity to learn about standard bat research methods
and equipment for monitoring bat votes and vote analysis. After the collected theoretical
knowledge, the learned recording methods were applied in the field. On the second day of the
workshop led by bat monitoring experts, the data collected in the field was analysed. This two-
day workshop was attended by representatives of mountaineering and speleological societies
from the Geopark area.

This year, EGN Week 2024 featured 3 events, in different locations, in different forms, but
relating to the same subject - geology, history and biodiversity in the Land of Extinct Volcanoes
Geopark. The events showed how the diversity in the Geopark intersects to create one whole.

“The Geological and historical tour around Wielistawka Mountain” took place on 17 June
2024 - Wielistaw Organ at the foot of the Wielistawka hill above the Kaczawa River is one of
the most famous geological sites in the region, visited since the late 18th century and protected
as a natural monument. In the excavation of the former quarry, rhyolites, silica-rich volcanic
rocks from the Permian period, are exposed. They are regularly cracked, resembling a large
inverted fan. During the tour, participants learnt about the geological curiosities of the
geostation, found out about the mining history of the site, learnt about the legends associated
with it and discovered the unique biodiversity together with a unique guide.

A lecture entitled “Geology, history and trees” took place on 19 June 2024, during which an
arborist and dendrologist talked about how the biodiversity in the geopark is powerful thanks
to our complex geological past. He also talked about the fact that, as humans, we have
contributed to this, over the years gardens, parks and avenues have been created. Each era
was governed by its own laws, had different fashions, ideas, visions. There is no shortage of
monuments in our area, of course, and therefore no shortage of tree-related curiosities.

On 23 June 2024, a concert was held within the historic walls of the 14th century church of
St. Luke the Evangelist in Ruja. Before the concert, participants were able to take part in a



guided tour of the church. Among the things to admire were the wooden altar from 1710, the
Gothic font and the organ prospectus in Baroque style.

The “InTune” ensemble is made up of Aleksandra Radwanska (Baroque violin) and Urszula
Jasiecka-Bury (harpsichord/organ), who, by playing their concert, allowed the inhabitants of
the Geopark to discover this magnificent place, located on the edge of the Geopark.

It is in this context that the 2nd World Congress of Bio-
Regions took place, which included participants from all over the world, with emphasis on
Asia and Europe. However, representatives from the 5 continents of the Network of 1300
Bio-Regions (Global Alliance Organic District) were present, involving entities from the agro-
biological sector. The Agrifood Summit Powered by SFT-EDIH, an event that promotes the
sharing of knowledge and the promotion of synergies in the agri-food sector for a more
innovative and sustainable food chain, aimed at all agriculture enthusiasts and food. The Fair
featured the Celebration of the Centenary of Biodynamic Agriculture, which was started by
Rudolf Steiner, in 1924, in Germany. The Doan Meeting — Drylands Organic Agriculture
Network took place, an international event that brings together experts, farmers, and political
decision-makers dedicated to the development and promotion of organic agriculture in arid
and semi-arid lands. Opening the Fair, the seminar of the Local ODS Municipal Platform -
Sustainable Development Goals also took place.

On May 22", Platabergens Geopark arranged a “Walking lecture” at the sub-Cambrian
peneplain, at Nordkroken, just east of Mt Halleberg. Nordkroken is not just a great place to
swim in Lake Vanern. There are also very distinctive, perfectly flat areas of exposed rock
here — in contrast with the steep rock walls nearby.

These flat rock surfaces were formed more than half a billion years ago. The bedrock had
previously been weathered and eroded to create the flat landscape that we see now. This flat
surface is called the sub-Cambrian peneplain and can be seen especially clearly here at
Nordkroken.

To make the arrangement more sustainable, we had adjusted the time of the event to
correspond with the local bus schedule, making sure that everyone who had the opportunity
could participate by taking public transport. The event had 27 participants.

In the panel we had
some of the best known Norwegian professionals in law/human rights, biology, statistics,
geology/mining and environmentalism. One of Norway’s best known actors introduced the
debate. Our geologist was moderator for the event.

The second arrangement was in collaboration with the regional museum (geopark partner),
where children were invited to participate in building a model of a traditional wooden boat
(faering) from this area, learning the names of each piece and also practice on riveting. The
panel debate had an audience of appr. 100, the boat project about the same number of kids
with hands-on boat building during one day.
